6.  Adoption of the May 10, 2017 Agenda 
 a.  Additions/corrections 
 b.  Approved ð After items were added a Motion was made and seconded to adopt the revised Agen-
da.  Motion passed unanimously. 
  7.  Secretary Report of April 12, 2017 
 a.  Additions/corrections 
  b.  Approved ð Motion made and seconded to accept the Secretaryõs report.  Motion passed unani-
mously. 
8.  Report of the Treasurer 
 a.  Questions/concerns 
 b.  Accepted ð After discussion, a motion was made and seconded to accept the Treasurerõs report.  
Motion passed unanimously. 
9.  Report of Pastor - Pastor Dave shared an e-mail from Connie Schmucker, Assistant to the Bishop, re-
garding her need to meet with both the council and the call committee so that we all get started off on the 
right foot in selecting a new Pastor.  Connie also stated that she needs our most recent financials.  Pastor 
Dave and Diane will fax them to her this week.  Pastor Dave told us about his phone call with the other In-
terim Pastors and the problem the Synod is having with churches calling full time Pastors they cannot af-
ford to pay.  The transition check list is completed and has been forwarded to the Synod. 
10.  Reports of Council Liaison 
 a.  Outreach Committee (Liaison ð Renate) -  She will look into setting up the workshops   

b.  Finance Committee (Liaison ð Hans) ð  We will be ordering t-shirts and will set up a t-shirt Sun-
day for everyone to wear them.  Work is progressing on the capital campaign and will kick off the first Sun-
day in June.   

 c.  Worship Committee (Liaison ð Harold) ð We will be using Setting 8 to help people keep the 
rhythm and pattern of the service; the choir is requesting one month off this summer.  It was discussed if 
Susan had that much vacation time.  The time off was approved and Harold will find out which month and let 
Barbara know.  They suggested that the assisting minister should wear an alb and sit up front.  After learn-
ing that some people were not happy with that arrangement, it will be brought back up and reviewed.  

 d.  Digital Committee (Liaison ð Steve) ð  Steve went over the number of people using our 
website and what they look at when doing so. 

 e.  Long Range Planning (Liaison ð Casey) ð Hans suggested and said he would be willing to 
make the two boxes on the side of the altar that cover the sound system match the rest of the alter furni-
ture.   It was suggested that it may have an impact on the sound.  That will be investigated and brought up 
at the next council meeting.  It was suggested that we remove the front row of pews to be able to accom-
modate wheelchairs.  We will observe the space and how it works next Sunday and review this at the June 
council meeting.     

 f.  Property (Liaison ð Vic) -  Vic gave a report on where we stand with new locks and keys 
for the doors.  He is working with a locksmith to get this done and to make keys that cannot be duplicated.

11.  Old Business 
 a.  Disaster Plan is finished and was given to council members;  
 b.  Printing of the Agenda ð A pad of paper was passed around for council members to sign if  
they do not want the minutes and the agenda e-mailed to them but rather have Barbara copy them 

and put in their mailboxes;  
 c.  Purpose Statement modification; the modification will be brought up before the congrega-

tion to vote on before the Purpose Statement itself is voted on.  
 d.  A dementia workshop will be set up for the month of June on a Wednesday night.  Renata 

will contact the people and put plans in place.  We will be setting up a hearing workshop; pre-planning work-
shop to be given by Fero Funeral Home and a dementia caregivers workshop. 

12.  New Business 
 a.  Spectrum ð Because of all the problems we are having with our phones and internet, Vic 

checked into changing from AT&T to Spectrum and what the cost would be.    We are currently paying AT&T 
$279 per month.  Spectrum quoted us $184 plus tax.  After discussion, there was a motion made and second-
ed to go with Spectrum.  Motion passed unanimously. Vic will take care of getting it changed.   

 b.  Call Committee ð The call committee will consist of 5 individuals. The following members of 
the congregation are not eligible to serve on the call committee.  No council members except the one council 
member who would be the liaison between the call committee and the council.  That liaison will be Harold 
Skidmore.  Harold has no vote on the call committee.  No former pastors or their spouses.  No spouses of 
council members and no Deacons.   We then considered the remaining eligible congregation members and a 
sub-committee of Diane Kahler, Steve Northsea, Judy Howe and Casey Gaylardo was appointed to contact 
these people and get their approval to serve on the call committee.  

 c.  Locks ð After a discussion regarding the changing of the locks, the cost would be approxi-
mately $500 which would include 30 new keys which could not be duplicated by anyone.  A motion was made 
and seconded to allow up to $600 to have the locks changed.  Motion passed unanimously.  

 d.  AA at one time held their meetings at Hope every Wednesday night.  Nature Coast Inter-
group had inquired if they would be allowed to hold their meeting here on Saturday. They meet once every 
two months.  This meeting last approximately one hour.  After discussion, a motion was made and seconded to 
allow them to use Luther Hall.  Motion passed unanimously.     

 e.   A request has been made from Ashlyn Bennett to join the church.  A motion was made and 
seconded to allow her to join our congregation.  Motion passed unanimously.  It was also discussed that we 
should talk to all of the snowbirds who attend our church on a regular basis and see if they would be inter-
ested in becoming associate members.     

13.  Consent Agenda 
 a.  Pastorõs vacation time; Pastor requested May 15 through 18.  He will be back in office on 

Friday May 19 to make up for the Thursday he will be gone.  He also requested May 25 through 30.  John will 
cover for Pastor Dave during that time.  Motion was made and seconded to allow Pastor his vacation time.  
Motion passed unanimously.  

 b.  The crime watch luncheon will be held in Luther Hall on November 15, 2017.                                 
14.  Meeting Highlights for Newsletter and Bulletin ð Council Highlights May, 2017. 
 1. Approved a Dementia Workshop and a Funeral Pre-Planning Workshop during the next two 

months. 
 2. Announced that the Transition Check List was complete and had been submitted to Synod. 

Considered the eligible congregation members for the Call Committee and established a Council Sub-
committee to approach and interview possible call committee members. 

 3. Accepted unanimously into membership Ashlyn Bennett 
 4. Approved the acceptance of the Spectrum contract to provide Internet and telephone    

     services. 
15.  Adjournment ð A motion was made and seconded that the meeting be adjourned.  Motion passed 

unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 9:20.

I would like to thank, Dick Regan (for pond maintenance), (Steve Northsea for programing our sign) Renate-Wilms-
Rovin, Barbara Decker, Kerry Reed, Diane Kahler, Jim Earl, Luis Diaz, Bill Kessel, Dean Varty, Harold Skidmore, 
Judy Thomason, Steve Kasco, and Bob Adams, we recorded (138 hours) since our last report which does not in-
clude the sign programming or pond maintenance time. 
 

¶ Replaced burned out lights with LED bulbs. 

¶ Replaced failed T12 florescent with T8 florescent lights, we will continue to change over to LED and T8 lighting 
as needed 

¶ Performed weekly pond filter maintenance 

¶ Cleared the grounds of windblown debris 

¶ Installed new batteries on the Hustler and Gravely mowers 

¶ Mowed, trimmed, and weed whacked the church grounds 

¶ Recycled our aluminum cans 

¶ Completed the renovation of the entrance flower gardens 

¶ Cut down the large tree trunk and removed the wood 

¶ Had the Narthex entrance doors rekeyed with bump proof locks
